LAKE CONDITION AND INSPECTION

A final lake inspection will take place on 9th March 2023,
as soon as | hear news from the team | will be posting it
to the website, Facebook and the Forum.

A report over Christmas was that the salt was sfill a
bit damp and you were picking up a bit of salt as you
fravelled over it. This is nothing new, and | can remember
previous years when it was like this and it just got better
as the week went on.

The long term forecasts are looking okay with little to
no rain in February and modeling showing some rain in
March with the finish of La Nina at the end of February.
The average for January was 36° with a top of 43" and only
23mm of rain that all fell on one day. So far this month we
have an average of 32.6° with a top of 40.5° The expected
top temps for Speed Week range from 34° to 28°.

MONDAY - FRIDAY: Inspections will only be done
IF there are inspectors available. You may sfill get an
inspection done, BUT you may have to wait a day or so.
This is due to most inspectors running their own vehicles.
Get your vehicle inspected early, if you are not in the
line by 12;00 Sunday, you may have wait.

INSECTED ARE PERMITTED IN THE INSPECTION AREA — NO
SPECTATORS.
